KC-237-21-Wild Wise School of Outdoor Adventure License Agreement for
use of Port Gamble Forest Heritage Park

THIS AGREEMENT (hereinafter referred to as the “AGREEMENT”) is made and entered into by
and between Kitsap County Parks and Recreation Department (hereinafter referred to as
"COUNTY”"), and Wild Wise School of Outdoor Adventure (hereinafter referred to as
("LICENSEE)"), for the purpose of holding the Wild Wise School of Outdoor Adventure at the Port
Gamble Forest Heritage Park and the between April 3, 2021 and December 31, 2022. Site plans
of Port Gamble Forest Heritage Park are shown in Attachment A, attached hereto, and

incorporated by this reference.

WHEREAS, COUNTY oversees the operations and facilities of the Port Gamble Forest Heritage
Park located off NE State Highway, Kingston, Washington, and

WHEREAS, COUNTY goals for Parks, Recreation, and Open Space include strategies that
“continue to support educational efforts regarding the value of habitat preservation,” that “...
expand opportunities for school-age participants” and that “encourage other organizations to
develop interpretive docent programs on park lands such as -environmental education
programs...”; and

WHEREAS, LICENSEE desires a temporary non-assignable right to use public space at Port
Gamble Forest Heritage Park for the sole purpose of providing its Wild Wise School of Outdoor
Adventure programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, and in consideration of the following promises, covenants and conditions,
the parties agree to the following:

1. FACILITIES USED: COUNTY agrees to grant LICENSEE a permit to use Port Gamble
Forest Heritage Park hereinafter referred to as the PREMISES.

. PURPOSE: The LICENSEE will use the PREMISES for the sole purpose of its |,
comprised of outdoor education programs for a maximum of 3 groups of up to twelve students
plus three instructors per group per day, hereinafter referred to as the “EVENT”, and will not use
the PREMISES for any other purpose without the express written consent of the COUNTY.

3 USE PERIOD AND TIME SCHEDULE: LICENSEE will move in, use and occupy the
PREMISES in accordance with the dates and times indicated on the Attachment B. LICENSEE
will vacate and surrender possession of the PREMISES at the time indicated on Attachment B.
